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It has been 100 years since the “unsinkable” Titanic sank. Perhaps the most compelling reason we’re so fascinated 

with this story has to do with the fact that the sinking ship continues to be a morality play about what happens when 

humans buy into their own hype. If the Titanic teaches us anything, it’s that we are all seriously sinkable.  

For example, the Titanic’s Captain, Edward Smith, had commented a few years earlier that the nature of “modern  

shipbuilding” in the early 20th century rendered sinking a near impossibility. “I cannot imagine any condition which 

would cause a ship to founder,” he said. “I cannot conceive of any vital disaster happening to this vessel.” Indeed, the 

whole Titanic story is one full of hubris based on the idea that such a large, imposing, modern ship could not possibly 

suffer a disaster at sea. The upshot of all these things is that the Titanic was really sunk by the human tendency to 

ignore bad news and buy into our own hype. Human hubris, in other words, was the real tip of the iceberg. 

It’s interesting that after telling his readers about his apostolic credentials as an eyewitness to the life, death and  

resurrection of Jesus, the “word of life”, the apostle John proceeds to summarize and expound upon the message that 

Christ himself brought — “that God is light and in him there is no darkness at all” In 1 John, the writer defines  

darkness more specifically in terms of self-deception. If we believe we’re in “fellowship” with God, and yet we  

continue to sin anyway, then the reality is that we’re still walking in “darkness.” Indeed, doing so makes us liars.  

If we believe that we “have no sin” — if we have the hubris to claim that we’re unsinkable and perfect — then we’re 

engaged in the ultimate self-deception. Not only are we liars when we buy into our own sinless hype, we make Jesus 

a liar, too, because he has already cleansed us with his blood. 

Confident in the flawless perfection of their ship, the crew of the Titanic pushed her full speed ahead into the cold 

darkness of the North Atlantic night, believing that there was no obstacle she could not overcome on her own.  

Likewise, if we’re not paying attention to the major design flaws in our own lives, namely our sinful nature, then we 

will have a tendency to charge ahead deeper into the darkness of life apart from God, all the while believing that 

we’re doing quite well on our own. Eventually, however, we’re headed for a crash of epic proportions. 

How do we avoid self-deception? Be honest: St. John encourages his readers to take a good look below deck on a 

regular basis and get real about the problems and sins that lie within. Slow down: If we’re going to avoid the sinking 

effects of sin, it’s important for us to slow down, too, and get real about what’s wrong. We do that through  

confession. Confess: “If we confess our sins, he who is faithful and just will forgive us our sins and cleanse us from 

all unrighteousness” (1 John 1:9). Confession is the first step toward avoiding disaster because it causes us to identify 

all the leaks and holes in our lives. Rather than continuing to steam ahead in the dark, John urges us to wait for the 

light so that we can navigate life safely. “If we walk in light, as he himself is in the light, we have fellowship with 

one another, and the blood of Jesus cleanses us from all sin” (v. 7). Confession, in other words, leads us to second 

chances. 

The 1,517 people who went down with the Titanic didn’t get a second chance to overcome the ship’s fatal mistake, 

but 100 years later, there are those who are proving that those waters can be navigated safely if you have the right 

things in place. On April 8, 2012, the M.S. Balmoral, operated by the same parent company as the Titanic, launched 

from Southampton on a 100th anniversary cruise that will follow the Titanic’s route, stopping at the very spot she 

went down at 2:20 a.m. April 15 and holding a memorial service for those who were lost. Along the way, passengers 

will be treated to the identical menus, music and entertainment enjoyed by the original passengers, as well as lectures 

and presentations by Titanic historians. No mention is made in the brochure, however, about safety or lifeboats,  

presumably because there are enough this time — just in case. 

Confession gives us an opportunity to revisit our own epic crashes, to memorialize what we’ve lost as a result of our 

sin, but then to continue steaming toward a new future made possible by Jesus, whose own death and resurrection 

ensures that we will land safely on the other side.
